Part 2: Things in Each Room

Room Things Inside

Living room sofa, TV, lamp, carpet, bookshelf
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Room Things Inside

Kitchen fridge, cooker, table, cups, plates

Bedroom bed, pillow, wardrobe, desk, lamp

Bathroom bath, shower, toilet, mirror, towel

Dining room table, chairs, plates, glasses

Garden grass, flowers, trees, fence

Part 3: Sentence Patterns

Pattern Example

This is the ___. This is the kitchen.

I am in the ___. I am in the bedroom.

I + verb + in the ___. I cook in the kitchen.

Where is the ___? Where is the bathroom?

Where are you? I am in the garden.

WHAT DO YOU DO?

• I sleep in the bedroom.

• I cook in the kitchen.

• I eat in the dining room.

• I watch TV in the living room.

• I brush my teeth in the bathroom.

• I play in the garden.

Part 4: There Is / There Are

Pattern Example When To Use

There is + ONE
thing.

There is a sofa in the living room. ONE thing (singular)

There are + MORE
things.

There are two chairs in the
kitchen.

MORE than one (plural)
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Pattern Example When To Use

Is there a ___? Is there a TV in your bedroom? Asking about ONE

Are there ___? Are there flowers in the garden? Asking about MORE

THERE IS vs THERE ARE:

• There is a bed. (ONE = singular = "There is")

• There are three windows. (THREE = plural = "There are")

• Is there a garden? — Yes, there is. / No, there isn't.
