He thinks his dad's kebabs are
better than restaurant food! Omar also likes baklava for dessert — it's very sweet and smaller
than a piece of cake, but much sweeter. His favourite drink is ayran. Every Friday, Omar's family
has a big breakfast with eggs, cheese, tomatoes and olives.

Mia from England loves fish and chips. She eats them every Friday with her family. Mia thinks
fish and chips are more delicious than burgers. She also loves Sunday roast — chicken with
potatoes and vegetables. "Sunday roast is the best meal of the week!" Mia says. For dessert, she
always wants sticky toffee pudding because it is tastier than ice cream.
